AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF JOHNSTOWN, CAMBRIA COUNTY,
PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 5354, PASSED MAY 31, 2023,
UPDATING THE FEE SCHEDULE OF THE CITY OF JOHNSTOWN

WHEREAS, the City of Johnstown, in the interest of transparency and efficiency in
government, wants all individuals utilizing city services for which individual fees are paid to be
fully informed of the costs of services provided and the various code sections under which the

fees are assessed.

WHEREAS, the City of Johnstown adopted the City Fee Schedule by ordinance in
2023, and now desires to make updates to the fee schedule for 2024 and following years.
